TIPS FOR ENTRANTS  
Soundtrack: Unfortunately, you can’t just use a track by your favourite band as a  
soundtrack for your film – music is copyright which means it belongs to the artist who  has made it, and you either need their permission to use it for your film, or you need to find  non-copyright music or make your own.   
Permission from the people in your film: You need to get permission from the people in your film to use their image at a cinema screening, on websites, etc.  
WHAT HAPPENS NEXT?  
Once the deadline is up, the young people on the Young Programmers panel will start watching all the films and making their selection for the screening. You will receive a letter informing you of whether your film has been selected.
